They
closely examine the exhaust stack and combustion chamber.
In addition, they check the operating parameters of the gas
valve unit (GVU), burner and control system.

Following the onboard survey, we provide a detailed report with
recommendations for addressing issues and optimizing GCU
performance. Our clear advice will help crews operate the
system more effectively, and we'll let you know of available
improvements or upgrades.
